Florida Statutes

161.082 Review of innovative technologies for beach nourishment.--The
department is directed to periodically review innovative technologies for beach
nourishment and, on a limited basis, authorize, through the permitting process,
experimental projects that are alternatives to traditional dredge and fill projects to
determine the most effective and less costly techniques for beach nourishment.

Section 27. (1}a) It is the intent of the Florida Legislature to encourage r:ha
development of new and innovative methods for dealing with the coastal shoreline
erosion problem being experienced by the state.

(b} The department may authorize the construction of pilot projects using.nl-
Lernative constal shoreline erosion control methods upon receipt of an application
from & riparian property owner or governmental entity and upon consideration of
the facts and circumatances, including, but not limited to:

1. 'The area for which the activity is being proposed has been identified in the
beach management plan as an eroded sandy beach resource.

2. A determination has been made by the department that the propn?gtl proj-
ect site is properly suited for analysis of the results of the proposed aclivily.

3. Any applicant applying for a permil for such an activity, be required to es-
tablish a monitoring plan upon which an analysis of the project's performance may
be determined.

4. Submission of adequalte engineering design and theory to support the pro-
posed activity, '

5. A deteriination has been made by the department that the propesed proj-
ect site is not situaled in on environmentally sensitive area which may damage ma-
rine resources.

(¢} The department shall, as a condition to the granting of a permit under this
seclion, require miligalion, financial or other assurances acceptlable to the depart-
ment 83 may be necessary to assure performance of conditions of the permit or en-
ter into contractual agreements to best assure compliance with any permit condi-
tions.

{d) The department shall require the applicant, its successors and assigns, to
commit, to the satisfaction of the department, to remove any structure, object or
installation relating to the pilot project where the department determines that the
pilot project is having an adverse impact on the beach and dune system and to cor-
rect the adverse impact.

(e) The Department of Natural Resources shall evaluate the monitoring pro-
gram 3 years from the date of inatallation to determine the effectiveness of the pi-
lot project. If the project is deemed effective, the department shall release the
property owner [rom the [inancial assurance required pursuant to paragraph (e)
of this section. Additionally, the evaluation shall determine the feasibility of con-
tinued implementation of the pilot project.
